The shipping spacer fitted to the pressure plate assembly in this kit must 

be removed after mounting the clutch and flywheel to the engine. 

Failure to remove this spacer may result in noisy clutch operation, 

difficulty selecting gears and / or vehicle damage. 

 

 

Once attached to the flywheel and the spacer removed, the clutch cover must 

remain affixed to the flywheel. If the clutch cover is removed or the bolts 

loosened, the clutch cover self-adjusting mechanism may be activated rendering 

the new clutch inoperable. 

SELF-ADJUSTING TYPE
